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Driver suffers minor injuries after colliding
with moose

A man from Nashville, Tenn. suffered lacerations to
his hands after his car struck a moose on U.S. 4 in
Mendon Tuesday, said Vermont State Police in
Rutland.

Gregory Trooper, 41, was driving his Subaru station
wagon west on U.S. 4, when he struck the moose
with the front passenger side of his vehicle.
Trooper's vehicle then spun off the north side of the
road before coming back onto the road and
stopping across both lanes of eastbound traffic.

Trooper, who said he never saw the moose and
initially thought something very large landed on the
roof, escaped serious injury, but his car sustained
major damage. The moose was killed.

Neither alcohol nor speed are believed to be
contributing factors in the crash.
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
